On seeing this atrocities 
Moovalur Ramamirdham decided to fight for their 
emancipation. 

She travelled all over the country and 
spoke about the miseries of her 
won the support of many leaders. 

She joined the Indian National Party and 
organized the conference of Iasi Vellalar at 
Mayiladudurai in 1925. This conference was 
attended by many great leaders like 
Periyar, S.Ramanathan and 
Chinnaiah Pillai who raised slogan against cruel 
practice of Devadhasis. As a 
Government passed “Dr. M
Devadasi Abolition Act”.  

Along with the social work she actively 
involved in the National Movemen
women to take part in the National Movement on 
a large scale.  With the continuous moral support 
by Rajaji, Periyar  and Thiru.Vi.K
our awareness against Devadasi system and 
national awakening among the people of Tamil 
Nadu especially on women. 

In her memory, the Government of Tamil 
Nadu has instituted the “
Ramamirtham Ammal Ninaivu Marriage 
Assistance Scheme” a social welfare scheme to 
provide financial assistance to poor women.  
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
